3rd Francophone Online Team Chess Championship 

Online – Tornelo / May 20 & 21, 2023 

 

 



Participants could register two teams for the tournament, with a special prize 

awaiting the team whose average ELO does not exceed 1850. Entry is free, and 

each team of four must include at least one female member. The tournament 

consists of eleven rounds, each with a time control of 15 minutes plus a 5-

second increment. The event takes place over a weekend on the Tornelo 

platform and is consistently overseen by a team of arbiters led by Laurent 

Freyd, including IA Pierre Dénommée from Québec, IA Mario Kpan from Ivory

This year, the competition featured 36 teams from 25 different countries, a 

notable increase from the 33 teams and 22 countries in 2022. Quebec secured 

the title for the third consecutive time, boasting an impressive record of 10 

victories and one draw. Our heartfelt congratulations go to Captain Richard 

Bérubé and the President of the Quebec Federation, Eric Bopala. 

The team lineup, in board order, comprised GM Roussel-Roozmon with 7.5 

points out of 11, IM Hebert, Jean, achieving a remarkable 10 out of 11, WGM 

Ouellet Maili-Jade with 8.5 out of 10, FM Zhong, Kevin, with a perfect score of 

11 out of 11, and WCM Tsukerman, Julia, scoring 1 out of 1. 

Madagascar secured the second-place position, while Tunisia claimed the third 

spot on the podium. Morocco, finishing 5th in the overall standings, earned the 

special prize for the team with an average ELO not exceeding 1850. 

Four players who actively participated in the competition received personal 

invitations, covering accommodation and participation fees, to the 2023 

RIDEFs. Every participating team was awarded an official diploma. The 

presentation of prizes and trophies was conducted in person during the closing 

ceremony of RIDEF in July 2023 in Yamoussoukro, Ivory Coast. 

 

Prizes:  

Prizes totaling 5000 euros were allocated based on the final standings of the 

competition: 

 

1st Prize (2000 euros): 

The team securing the first-place position receives 2000 euros. 

All four players and the captain who actively participated in the competition 

receive a personal invitation, covering accommodation (full board hotel) and 

free participation, to the Rencontres Internationales des Echecs Francophones 

in 2023. 

The federation, players, and the captain of the winning team each receive a 

commemorative trophy. 

2nd Prize (1500 euros): 

The team finishing in second place is awarded 1500 euros. 



3rd Prize (1000 euros): 

The team securing the third-place position is granted 1000 euros. 

4th Prize - Special Prize -1850 (500 euros): 

A special prize of 500 euros is awarded to the team whose average ELO does 

not exceed 1850 points and finishes first in this category. 

Like the first-place team, all four players and the captain of this team receive a 

personal invitation, covering accommodation (full board hotel) and free 

participation, to the Rencontres Internationales des Echecs Francophones in

Seuls les hommes 

et les enfants peuvent être tisserands, et ce savoir-faire faire, 

se perpétue de père en fils.
