REPORT 



The 2023 Togo Open National Chess Championship took place from November 13 to 18, 
2023, in the Ogou I commune, in the idyllic setting of KAMIRA LODGE. Sixteen participants, 
including one from Russia, competed for the title.

Following the successful tournament, we would like to thank our partners and sponsors, 
whose support was essential. We are especially grateful to :

CHAMPIONSHIP SCHEDULE

The 2023 Togo Open National Chess Championship was held over eight days, according to 
the following schedule:
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        · The Championship was held in the classical time control, with 9 rounds of 90 minutes 
plus 30 seconds increment starting from the rst move.

        · The chief arbiter is the national arbiter, Mr. GBEMOU-DOGLAN Kossi Miwonuko.

        · The DGT electronic chessboard installation and the match broadcasting were provided 
by the chief DGT operator, Mr. BOTSOE Kof, who is also the tournament director.

        · An Appeals Committee was established. It was composed of the following players: 
Amewounou Komlan Kouessan, Assagba Kodjo Mawuli, and Amediame Jacques.

        ·OPENING CEREMONY

The championship began with an opening ceremony presided over by the National Director of 
Leisure, Mr. ETSE Kodjo, representing the Minister of Sports and Leisure. A dozen important 
guests, including the deputy mayor of the Ogou1 commune, Mr. Yao TOYO, the regional 
director of sports and leisure, and the president of the 7 Collins chess club, also took part in the 
ceremony.

Several speeches were given, including those of the tournament director, the mayor's 
representative, the president of the Federation, and the representative of the Minister of 
Sports and Leisure, who ofcially opened the championship.

The speech by Me N'DJELLE Abby Edah, president of the Federation, was an opportunity to 
present the new version of the PIVE program. This program aims to introduce chess in the 
117 communes of Togo and train 1,000 students per commune, including 500 girls.

        ·THE TOURNAMENT

Nine (09) rounds played in classical time control : 90 minutes + 30 seconds from the rst move. 
All games were played on DGT electronic chessboards and streamed online on two (02) 
platforms thanks to the internet :

        ·SCHOOL VISITS AND CHESS PROMOTION IN SCHOOLS

The decision to relocate the championship to the Ogou1 commune is part of the program to 
promote chess in Togo, especially in schools.

In parallel with the tournament, the director of the PIVE program, Mr. Kof BOTSOE, 
accompanied by the chief  referee and a few players, visited 10 schools selected for the pilot 
program. The goal of the visit was to raise awareness among students of the benets of playing 
chess in schools. 

        ·TRAINING FOR CHESS INSTRUCTORS

Thirty chess instructors received their rst training from Mr. Kof BOTSOE. Other online 
capacity building programs are planned. These instructors are made available to the 
commune to continue teaching chess in schools.
