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Eligibility Criteria for Funding/Assistance	
The following federations are eligible for funding/assistance from FIDE:
· Federations that fall within Development[footnoteRef:1] Levels 3, 4 and 5 are eligible to receive an annual subvention/grant. [1:  As Per FIDE Handbook] 

· Federations which are in Development level 2 who have proposed specific projects that promote and develop chess. 
Other Conditions:
· Signing of the Agreement/Contract –Assistance Provided by FIDE for the Development of Chess by the President of the Federation.
· Completion of Request for Funding/Assistance template.
· Evidence by Federation of existing governance structures which include:
· Legal Status: By Laws/Articles of Incorporation
· Constitution/Statutes
· Minutes from General Assembly/General Meetings, Strategic/Operational plans, financial reports.
· Fulfilment of funding reporting requirements for the duration of the Agreement with FIDE.
The initial value of the funding/assistance to Federations shall be no more than US$20 000. This assistance can be in the form of cash and/or other chess assets e.g. chess equipment, provision of trainers, etc…
Eligible Federations will receive funds annually from Years 2-4 based on the following levels of performance against their agreed upon Key Performance Indicators (KPIs):
